Petra, one of the World's Seven Wonders, 
was the capital of the Nabataean kingdom. 
Estimated to have settled in the area as 
early as the 4th century BC, the Nabateans 
layed through their capital city the 
foundations for a trading empire that 
would stretch as far as Syria. The name of 
the site comes from the Ancient Greek 
word for « rock », symbolizing the way the 
city is built in the sandstone.
